Following on from my previous communication, I am writing to provide further details of 

the arrangements for the first day of NEU teacher strike action on Wednesday 1st 

February 2023. 

 

As a result of NEU strike action, the following classes will be closed and children will not 

be able to attend school: 1B, 1MG, 2B, 3W, 3M, 4M, 4P, 5N. 

 

The following classes will remain open, and children will be expected to attend school as 

per usual: Nursery, RT, RH, 2M, 5GC, 6Pow, 6Pit. 

 

For those children in school, we aim to keep to the normal routines. Our kitchen will serve 

hot food and wrap around care will open as usual. 

 

After school clubs will be postponed on this day. We will endeavour to make up these 

sessions before the end of term where we can. This may not be possible for all clubs.

There may 

however be situations whereby a class which has been deemed to be closed is able to 

remain open. if this is the case we will contact parents of children in that class at the 

earliest possible convenience on Wednesday 1st February.
